We offer weekly residential and day 
provision for pupils with a statement of 
special needs referred from local 
authorities across the south of England 
from the age of 10 to 16. 
 

The school can also offer provision for a 
small number of post 16 placements, 
bespoke programs supported by local 
colleges of further education. 
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THERAPEUTIC SERVICES 

The focus on therapy is anchored on the 
specialist input needs as identified in legacy 
statements, EHC Plans and individual therapy 
assessments for pupils and includes at 
minimum: 

 Speech and Language Therapy. 

 Occupational Therapy. 

 Nursing expertise from the School Nurse. 

 Interventions e.g. art therapy, animal 
assisted therapy and mentoring program. 

In addition, the integration of therapy through 
multi‐disciplinary working and a blended approach 
to meeting the customised needs of each student 
will be developed as a feature of the school, 
going above and beyond the approach in other 
schools nationally.  

We emphasise helping the  
individual to learn by enjoying  
and celebrating academic  
success, physical achievement, 
personal discovery and support in a 
safe, caring environment.

It helps to teach new skills, reinforce and  

develop skills already taught, enhance self  

esteem, develop confidence and build  

positive relationships through consistent approaches. 

 

 

 

BEYOND THE CLASSROOM 

Our day incorporates an array of extended learning 
activities including Quad Bikes, Sporting Activities, 
Computes, Cooking, Fishing, Media Studies, Reading 
Club, Mathletics, Minecraft, Construction, Bowling, 
Sports Centre, Camp Craft, Golf and Tennis. 

 
We offer young people a range of recreational and 
leisure pursuits and the chance to develop hobbies and 
opportunities to mix socially together and with others.  
A variety of recreational facilities are available, which 
includes computers and computer games, books, 
magazines, traditional board games, facilities for art  
and craft as well as opportunities to watch television, 
videos and listen to music, or even play a musical 
instrument.
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Every member of staff knows the boys individually and all feel they have a contribution to make. 
The school's ethos is truly multi—disciplinary, with each person contributing to the quality of life, 
education and care experienced by the students. 

 
 

 

 

 
GOVERNING BODY 

The core role of the governing body is threefold: 
(a) to set the ethos, vision and strategy, (b) to 
hold the Headteacher to account and (c) to 
ensure value for money. It exercises its role 
through termly board meetings, a number of 
portfolio working groups, attendance at school 
events and more.   

 

The Governing Body is appointed by OHC&AT as a 
sub-committee of their board with delegated 
responsibilities. It comprises of a number of 
voluntary governors, parent governors and staff 
governors from the three SEN schools within 
OHCAT’s ‘Surrey & Sussex Hub’: Grafham Grange, 
St Dominic’s and Brantridge Schools.  Governors 
all have in common a shared ambition for every 

pupil and student to achieve ambitious goals 
and live life to the full.

PREMISES & FACILITIES 
 

The site benefits from a rural location and 
has extensive facilities within the grounds 
including a hard court for a variety of ball 
games, a lake and its own quad bike track. 

The school also has a bespoke 3G football 
pitch supplied by the FA, which is extensively 
used by the community as well as the school. 

The residential accommodation is split into 
living groups in order to best meet the 
varying needs of the pupils. The middle & top 
floor living groups provide a safe and caring 
place to help the boys who may have left 
home for the first time to settle into 
residential schooling. The groups have a 
dayroom (a place to relax, play games, spend 
time with group staff, do homework and 
watch T.V.), bathrooms (with showers and 
baths) and bedrooms. The bedrooms all have 
separate living areas called ‘bed spaces’. 
 

SAFEGUARDING 
 
At Grafham Grange School, the health, safety and 
wellbeing of every child is our paramount 
concern. The school promotes the welfare and 
safeguarding of all young people who use its 
services. 
 
All our staff, Governors and volunteers receive 
annual refresher training on safeguarding and new 
staff have a full days training. 
 
Steve Mitchell is the DSL (Designated Safeguarding 
Lead) with Neil Sykes (Headteacher), Sandra 
Jackson (School Nurse), Kay Longbottom (PALS 
Manager) being part of the Safeguarding Team 
and Jo Yarlett the DSG (Designated Safeguarding 
Governor) for Safeguarding & Child Protection. 
The DSL takes lead responsibility for dealing 
with child protection issues, provides advice and 
support for staff and liaises with children’s social 
care and other agencies.
